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A Campaign to Safeguard
Public Hygiene and Health

On April 17th, the United Arab Emirates was hit
by a super rainstorm rarely seen in 75 years which
resulted in traffic paralysis and severe disasters
throughout the county and brought no small im-
pact upon the lives of both local businesses and
residents. To cope with this sudden natural dis-
aster, Ajman China Mall responded quickly with
various enterprises and practitioners, launched an
emergency scheme and resumed the normal oper-
ation within just one day; moreover, disinfection
was performed in the Cooperation Zone imme-
diately after the resumption of operation, thereby
safeguarding both lives and properties of people
in the Cooperation Zone in a timely and effective
manner.

In order to actively address the public health and
safety problems due to the rare heavy rainstorm,
Ajman China Mall worked with Ajman Ministry
of Health to hold an epidemic prevention knowl-
edge publicity campaign and free clinic from April
26th to 28th against the aftermath of rainstorm
and flood. The campaign aimed to enhance the
understanding of rainstorm- and flood-resultant
epidemic prevention knowledge among enterprises
in the Cooperation Zone, practitioners and con-
sumers. This campaign received positive response

and extensive participation by enterprises in the

Cooperation Zone and consumers.

It focused on both personal and public health risks
possibly arising after rainstorm and flood. Ajman
Ministry of Health elaborated the knowledge
and importance in epidemic prevention in seven
respects, namely drinking water safety, food safe-
ty, personal hygiene, epidemic prevention, flood
exposure avoidance, housing and environmental
hygiene as well as emotional and psychological
support. The importance in environment cleaning
after rainstorm disaster was emphasized in par-
ticular. Experts instructed residents to clean up and
disinfect all of the flood-overridden parts of their
homes, ensure the good ventilation in their homes
to avoid both bacterium and virus breeding and
disinfect and discard, if necessary, their damaged
furniture and carpets. Simultaneously, residents
should attach importance to both drinking water
and food safety and enhance the rain and water
prevention awareness. After the campaign, Ajman
Ministry of Health also organized a free clinic to
offer health examination and basic medical servic-
es. This not only allows the practitioners and con-
sumers in the Cooperation Zone, especially some
low-income and severely affected people around,
to feel the care from government but also improves

their attention to their own health conditions. The
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series of detailed and considerate instructions pro-
vide the general residents with practical knowledge
on post-disaster self-rescue and prevention and
improve the overall disaster-prevention and -miti-
gation capacity of the Cooperation Zone.

According to Ajman Ministry of Health, to under-
stand and prepare for the post-disaster epidemic
prevention knowledge and public health safety is
both the responsibility of each resident and the
key to enhancing the resilience of the entire com-
munity. They will hold the similar health publicity
campaigns in Ajman China Mall and other places
of Ajman on a regular basis so as to keep raising
the awareness of public hygiene, health and safety
among residents. This move will not only enhance
the coping capacity of residents against common
health problems but also conduce to establishing
a complete public health education system, there-
by improving the health level of the country as a
whole and its capacity to cope with public health
emergency. Ajman China Mall will pro-actively
cooperate with Ajman Ministry of Health to well in
publicity and also spare no effort to improve the ep-
idemic prevention awareness and response capacity
of the Cooperation Zone in various manners, such
as publicity via social media, on-site epidemic pre-

vention knowledge promotion and free clinics.

Abdullah Saleh, Deputy Minister of Economy of the
United Arab Emirates, and other guests attended the event and delivered
speeches. More than 150 representatives from all walks of life in China and
the United Arab Emirates attended the meeting.

Consul General Ou said that the China International Import Expo is a
world-class economic and trade event launched by China. China and the
United Arab Emirates have extensive cooperation opportunities and broad
cooperation prospects in tourism, aviation, finance, high-tech and other
fields, and the Expo provides an important platform for enterprises and
institutions in China and the United Arab Emirates to strengthen coopera-
tion.
